	______1. Stomach
	a.) This where the food enters the body.  The teeth and inside here.



	______2. Throat
	b.) The food is pushed into this organ by the tongue.



	______3. Mouth
	c.) This is a long tube which squeezes the food down to the stomach.  



	______4. Anus
	d.) This organ uses muscle contractions and digestive juices to break down the food into nutrients our body can use.   



	______5. Rectum 
	e.) Chyme (mixed food) is slowly released into this organ from the stomach to be mixed even more with digestive juices. 



	______6. Large intestine
	d.) This organ takes whatever can’t be absorbed by your body.  Here, this soupy mixture of digested food is turned into a more solid mass (feces) to be released from the body.  



	______7. Small intestine
	e.) This organ stores feces until it is released.



	______8. Esophagus
	f.) This is the opening the feces is released through.

	1. ______Teeth
	a.) These are projections inside the small intestine that absorb nutrients.



	2. ______Salivary glands
	b.) Tiny tube at the end of the large intestine.  Recent research says it used to store bacteria for digestion.



	3. ______Tongue
	c.) This organ makes digestive juices which go into the small intestine, which neutralize acids from the food so the small intestine isn’t harmed.



	4. ______Pharynx
	d.) Organ that allows food to go down the esophagus.

  

	5. ______Villi
	e.) This organ temporarily stores bile that’s used in the small intestine.



	6. ______Pancreas
	f.) This organ pushes the food into the esophagus.



	7. ______Liver
	g.) This organ produces bile, which is used to digest fat in the small intestine. It also removes toxins from our blood and stores nutrients.



	8. ______Gall bladder
	h.) This releases enzymes that START the chemical digestion of carbohydrates into simple sugars.

	i.) These organs mash and shred your food.
