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Discovering Where Proteins Are in the Cell
The cell membrane is made of lipids (fats and oils) and surrounds the cell.  Its structure is made of two layers of lipids called the phospholipid bilayer.  The phospholipid bilayer can also contain proteins that act as doorways; helping materials (like sugars) enter and exit the cell.
